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Yes, we will be in the middle, but perhaps that is where we can
shine.  By using our knowledge, skill, and compassionate judgment, we
can be the “the good guys/ gals wearing the white hat”.

How do we influence the debate?  How do we help our patients? How do
we help ourselves?

It is my opinion we must each be ambassadors for medicine daily.
We must wear the “white hats”; after all we’re the good guys/ gals”.  It is
important that our patients, their families, neighbors, employers, and the
public at large believe that we are always doing what is in their best inter-
est, clinically, financially, and from a humanitarian view point. 

Recent reports indicating correlations in personal bankruptcy filings
and medical debt should be a concern to all of us. Yet, the physician con-
tribution is small compared to pharmaceutical, medical device, and durable
medical equipment costs. So, while the financial burdens our patients face
is not of our doing, we nevertheless hear from our patients about this.

I believe this creates new fiduciary responsibilities for our profes-
sion. Our journals have reviewed “cost effectiveness” of various medical
and surgical remedies.  The current economic circumstances create both a
burden and an opportunity for us.  If we can compassionately and effec-
tively guide our patients through these troubling times, we get to keep
wearing “the white hats”.  But we all know that we can only accomplish
this if more reasonable and favorable liability, regulatory, and compensa-
tory frameworks are in place.   

We must be responsible and helpful to our patients, but they and
the society and culture we all practice in must be reasonable and respon-
sible to us.  More regulation, which seems inevitable, will not likely
improve quality of care and often interferes and distracts health care pro-
fessionals from effectively and efficiently practicing.

Please join me in thanking Jerry Johnson, Edie Sonn and Diana
Protopapa, CMS’s lead lobbyists, in their defeat of Senate Bill 164 and the
naturopathic bill.

So talk to your patients, to whomever you’re sitting next to a plane,
to those at your church, to your waiter, etc.  Be an ambassador for medi-
cine, for your patients, for yourself, and for your peers.  Make sure they
know that you and I wear the “white hat”.

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The current economic trends do not portend well for the
country, our profession, or the health of the nation. Rising gas
prices, increasing foreclosures and other forces will undoubtedly
impact our patients’ ability to pursue medical care. Subsequently this
will affect our practices. Cost shifting in the form of higher copays,
deductibles, and other methods of “diluting” coverage is another 
hurdle each of our patients face when financially accessing medical
services.   

In addition, other forces such as the attempted revision of the
favorable malpractice environment that exists in Colorado, encroach-
ments on our profession by groups such as naturopaths, and contin-
ued consolidation of payer groups all compound the pressures that
each of us, as well as our patients, confront on a daily basis. 

Presidential candidates, John McCain and Barrack Obama,
will articulate their solutions to “the health care problem”, but irre-
spective of each physician’s own political philosophy, there is not
one of us who does not realize, there will be no easy remedy.  

The 208 commission, a well intended attempt to reform
health care in Colorado, taught us first hand that it is hard to come
to any agreement on what to do. Secondly, if we could agree on
what to do, how would any such changes be paid for? (“the devil is
always in the details”).  I have little doubt that any attempts at 
revising health care at the national level will not likewise encounter
similar obstacles. I suspect that clinicians will be placed in the 
middle of such revisions.  All of us know of some areas, in our
respective specialties, where greater efficiencies can and must be
found.  In some cases, we will have to tell patients that there are
some services that they cannot have. In other cases, we will have to
strongly assert our professional knowledge, wisdom, and our
humanity for the sake of our patients.
