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Leadership is the art of persuasive “followship” and
this is no easy task in our industry, in these times.  

What distinguishes us as physicians is our duty to put
the entire context of an individual patient’s circum-
stances, clinical, social, and economic together, for-
mulate a plan, and act.  The seat at the epicenter of
medical decision making forces us over the course of
our careers to learn judgment.  It is our good judg-
ment that is the most valuable asset of the health
care system and we all deliver it on a daily basis.  By
doing so we earn the right to lead and this is essen-
tial, since no one else can.  It is the collective good
judgment of physicians that will be required if mean-
ingful and effective health care reform is to be
achieved.

The concerns of family physicians, internists, pediatri-
cians, and anesthesiologists, the specialties most vul-
nerable to the potential elimination of collaborate
agreements, with APNs must be carefully considered.
When medical students are graduating with debt lev-
els the equivalent of moderate mortgages, and physi-
cians get locked into unfavorable insurance contracts,
leases, etc.., economic considerations are legitimate
issues to be discussed.

The contributions of APN’s,  PA’s are essential to the
demands of practice in 2008, however these should
be based on some legitimate “medical home” model,
and nothing against Sam Walton, not in a corner of a
Wal-Mart.

Mainstream allied health professionals, APNs, PA’s
are not the biggest threat to medicine and ,indeed are
our likely and natural allies against the profit seeking
predators of medicine such as trial attorneys, insur-
ance companies, medical corporate profiteers and
overbearing government regulation with endless
expensive but unfunded mandates.

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On August 19, the board of directors of the Arapahoe Douglas Elbert
County Medical Society met with Mr. Alfred Gilchrist (Chief Executive
Officer, Colorado Medical Society) and Dr. Ben Vernon (President Elect,
Colorado Medical Society and ADEMS member).  

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the manner in which
ADEMS as an independent but component Society of CMS has in the
past and how in the future will work together towards goals of impor-
tance to ADEMS members. 

This was a spirited discussion lasting almost three and one half hours. I
want to compliment Board members Drs. Bartlett, Brockmann, Burkett,
Davis, Harwood, Hubbard, Lozano, Lujan, Mydler, Russak, Sankel,
Wassill; Linda Culberson; Staff: Andrea Chase; Guests: Mr. Alfred
Gilchrist and Dr. Vernon for their endurance, civility, and frankness. A
large portion of this time was spent reviewing the current status of the
nurse practice act; it’s statutorily required review in the next legislative
session, and the apparent indication by the Colorado Nurses
Association of their request to eliminate collaborative agreements with
physicians for prescriptive authority by advance practice nurses.  

Mr. Gilchrist heard concerns that CMS at times has not been respond-
ing to the concerns of rank and file members.  Additional discussion
transpired regarding how both the component societies of the state as
well as individual members can best communicate their concerns to
CMS leadership and staff.  Mr. Gilchrist and Dr. Vernon communicated
the need for the physicians of the state to hone a unified message on
not only the APN issue but on all issues coming before the legislature
as well as other regulatory agencies of the state.

What became clear to me is the following:  
Physicians must lead the way in health care reform, professionally, per-
sonally, culturally, and in the regulatory and legal arenas.  While we
must recognize that there are other stakeholders, indeed many, includ-
ing nurses, advanced practice nurses, hospitals, insurers, the corporate
community, state and federal government, families, and lest not forget
the raison d’etre, the patients we serve.  But as we all feel caught in the
middle, it is from this perspective with our knowledge of our profession,
ourselves, and the people we serve, we can and must see the path out
of the forest and lead.
